Indianapolis Motor Speedway— Since the inaugural race in 1911, the Indy
500 has become steeped in tradition, one of the most alluring aspects of " The
Greatest Spectacle in Racing."

Conner Prairie— A living history museum in Fishers, Indiana, USA, that pre-
serves the historic William Conner home and recreates part of life in Indi ana
in the 19th century on the White River. ( Lunch will be on your own)

Fort Harrison Area- A total of 49 buildings in a portion of the fort have been
designated as a complete district and listed as such with the National Regis-

ter of Historic Places. Many of them are charming residences that for 90
years were home to soldiers and families who came to Indiana to serve in ou r
country.

North Meridian Area -  Beginning in the very late 1890's, a few wealthy indi-
viduals built a smattering of country estates along Meridian Street and
neighboring streets north of Maple Road, which is now called 38th Street
However, the area remained mostly open farmland. Currently, a handfu | of
the original area farmhouses still stand--with the oldest one dating back to
1832.

Rathskeller—Evening Meal - Set
in the historic, 19th century Athe-
naeum Building downtown, The
Rathskeller is reminiscent of both a
quaint inn tucked in the Bavarian
hills and a lively beer hall in Mu-
nich. Voted Best German Restau-
rant in Indy every year, even a true
German feels at home here.

Lucas QOil Stadium (Home of the Indianapolis Colts) - Lucas Oil Stadium
(LOS) is the new multi-purpose facility that replaces the former RCA Dome
and opened as the home of the NFL’s Indianapolis Colts for the 200 8 NFL sea-
son. LOS is a state-of-the-art, retractable roof, multi-purpose st adium featur-

ing spectacular views of the Indianapolis skyline.

Scottish Rite Cathedral -One of the most recog-
nizable landmarks in Indianapolis, the Scottish Rite Cathedral is said by
many to be the finest example of the neo-Gothic architectural style in th e
country. The size and beauty of its castle-like structure will amaze you. In-
side, the view is stunning with ornate ceilings, superb woodwork, and

stained-glass windows. This Cathedral is the largest building ever bu ilt by
M Freemasons. Freemason symbols and design patterns are evident through-

out the structure. (Lunch on your own)

Indiana War Memorial -The origins of the Indiana

World War Memorial Plaza lay in attempts by the city of Indianapolis in 1919 to lure
the newly formed American Legion from its national headquarters in New York City.
One of the promises the city made was to erect a fitting memorial to tho se who served
in World War |. Thus, in January 1920 a public library, St. Clair Pa rk, University
Park, and two occupied city blocks were designated for the construction, w ith one
new building for the American Legion to use as their national headqua rters, various

public buildings, and a war memorial.

Eli Lilly Mansion Tour -A National Historic Landmark, Old-
fields—Lilly House & Gardens is an elegant 26-acre estate and
historic house museum located on the grounds of IMA. At the
heart of Oldfields is Lilly House, the 22-room mansion that was
once the home of Josiah K. Lilly Jr., the late Indianapolis busi-
nessman, collector and philanthropist. Lilly House has under-
gone historic restoration and is now open to the public. Old-
fields' gardens and grounds were designed in the 1920s by Per-
@ cival Gallagher of the landscape architecture firm Olmsted
& Brothers.

Lilly House features eight furnished historic rooms on the main
level. The majority of these rooms reflect the 1930s period of
the Lilly family's occupancy, and almost 90 percent of the fur-
nishings and decorative arts objects featured belonged to the Lillys and wer e used in the home.
